Abstracts should not expand 2-4 pages in Word (6.0 or higher) font 14, 1.0 spacing. Full papers should be up to 15 pages. Abstracts and full papers will be published in the Conference Book before the Conference. The Organizing Committee will not translate the texts of abstracts and papers – they will be published in the original language as submitted by the authors.

Application for participation without presentation/report - until 15 July 2012 

Book of abstracts / full papers will be published by the start of the conference.
